SPECIAL COURSES

We are pieased to announce that, following discussions with the Soviet tnion
TKD Assocration, an agreement has been reached about a joint venture to enable
these courses to be held n the Soviet Union,

Gen., Chov Hong Hi1 and Master Rhee K1 Ha conducted a successfyl lecture gn
Taekwon-Do for the students of the Moscow University College of Physical
Education. Then at a meeting, held on the 6th. of September 1990, with the
Deputy Minister of Sport it was agreed that the first course could commence 1in
June 1991. The duration of the course, which would be hetd 1n Moscow, would be
1 year,

Students should, ideally, be 1° or 2°, about 6 feet tall and of good education.
They must be determined to carry on as a professional TKD 1nstructor following
the course. They would be required to pay their own Way to Moscow. The cost of
their food and accomodation wouid be US$10.00 per day whiist 11ving in Moscow.
They would be expected to pass on their knowledge for the benefit of everyone
n their country. If ‘'successful, the student coutld expect to become qualified
to IVth, Degree Internationai Instructor. Should you be nterested in this
course, then piease write to the ITF HQ n Vienna. :
