For other voluntary participants can attend it with the fee of USD100.00 up to 2™ Dan
and USD 200.00 from 3™ Dan and up.

Integration” between ITF and WTF will be held in Beijing, China on the last day of this
month.

Administration.

Demonstration Team composed of 45 members from the DPR Korea will have the good-
will tour to Seoul, South Korea from 6™ to 9™ April this year by the invitation of the
Korean ITF Tackwon-Do Association with Mr. YOO Wan-Ryung as its President.

This tour aims at congratulating the formation of Korean ITF Taekwon-Do Association
which has legally been registered to the Government of South Korea as the official Non-
Profitable Civil Organization which is responsible for the growth and expansion of ITF
throughout Korea.

ITF will show the peoples and Taekwon-Doists in South Korea the superiority of the
original Tackwon-Do and its precise root through these demonstration activities.

The both Taeckwon-Do Organizations in Pyongyang and Seoul jointly invite the ITF
